Investigating Situations of Abuse

When there are such cases of animals in neglectful, stressful, and/or dangerous
situations, the TSPCA does our best to rescue and keep record of each event. Detailed
accounts of what abuse was brought are required to help further government
persecutions of the person (s) involved. Unfortunately, not only does the public often
turn a blind eye to animal welfare problems, many offending members of our society
will change not for moral reasons. Our publicized investigations of mistreatment will
help drive home the message that animal abuse is against the law and that there will
be severe negative consequences.

Protecting  our Fellow Animals

In addition to actively rescuing, the Taiwan SPCA
provides veterinary care, including vaccinations,
spay/neutering, parasite medication, treatment for
disease and injury, etc. Many animals who have
been in very harmful situations require extensive
surgery and/or long term therapy, but we believe
every animal has the right to be healthy.
Unfortunately, most rescue companion animals have
also sustained some amount of psychological/
emotional abuse from their ordeals. Our care officers
and trainers work to rebuild their trust in people and
sense of security, and later prepare their manners for
potential adopters.
