   Many people might have the idea that if 

their dog goes to bathroom outside the 

house and knows a few tricks, training is not 

that necessary.  But the fact is, training has 

more benefits then just fun and games.  

Training is about how you and your dog 

communicate, and with proper socialization, 

you are giving your dog a good start to a 

happy and healthy life.  

 
Some of the benefits of dog training:  

*Puppy classes provide opportunity for get-

ting your new family member started off 

right.  Group classes provide the experi-

ences and opportunities for your puppies 

to develop interaction skills other puppies, 

with people and in new environments.  

*Training classes provide dog parents the 

skills and knowledge for dealing with 

common, normal dog behaviors.  Like 

housetraining and chewing.  

*No matter what age you start training your 

dog, foundation training provides the ba-

sis for any activity, and behavior or job you 

want your dog to do.  

*Training provides dogs with the basic good 

manners we all want; from polite greeting 

when guests arrive, to walking nicely on the 

leash, to coming when called.  

*A trained dog is a fully participating member 

of the family, if your dog is well behave, you 

will want to take him anywhere, right?  

*Training has been shown to be the single 

most important thing that keeps a dog in his 

or her òforeveró home.  Here are few other 

reasons that Iõve heard of:  house training 

problems, veterinary cost, barking, hyperac-

tivity and aggression.  Other then veterinary 

cost is monetary issue, the rest of them are 

all behavior issues that can be prevent/ 

eliminate by proper training.  

*Training builds your mutual bond, enhances 

the partnership and enriches the relation-

ship you share with your dog, is there any-

thing better?

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Do you know the laws in Taiwan? ŭŭŭž 

The Taiwan Animal Protection Act was enacted in 1998 and has laws preventing animal abuse and neglect. 

Those in violation of articles within the act may be subject to fines between $15,000-$500,000 NTD; repeat of-

fenders may be fined up to $1,000,000 NTD and sentenced up to 1 year in jail. 1998

Sample articles :  

 
Article 5  A pet owner shall be twenty years of age or above. As for teenagers under the age of twenty years raising animals, 
their legal representative or legal guardian shall be the pet owner. 
The pet owner is obligated to provide the animal he or she keeps with the following: 
1. Adequate food, water and sufficient room for the animal to move around 
2. A safe, shaded, ventilated, illuminated, warm and clean living environment 
3. Necessary prevention and cure of statutory animal infectious diseases 
4. Protection against vicious or unjustified disturbance, maltreatment or harm 
5. Other appropriate care 
Pet owners shall not abandon animals they keep, but may send the animals to animal shelters or places designated by the mu-
nicipal or county (city) competent authority. 
 
Article 6  No one shall inflict disturbance, maltreatment or harm on animals intentionally or without justification. 
 
Article 7  Pet owners shall prevent their animals from infringing othersô life, body, freedom or properties without justification. 
 
Article 27 -1   Any distribution, broadcast or sale of the text, picture, voice, image, electromagnetic record or other article in viola-
tion of Article 6, Article 10 or Paragraph 1 of Article 12, publicly display, or make the foregoing available for others to view or hear 
by means of other methods, shall be penalized by imprisonment up to one year, detention, or in lieu thereof or in addition thereto 
a fine up to NT$30,000, except for the purposes of academic research or public interests
