Are they prepared
for this summer heat wave™ere are a few point-
ers to get our Fido prepare to have a safe and fun
summer.

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Do not and never keep Fido in the car, a parked car is_like
an oven, temperature can raise 5 to 10 degrees in just few minutes, if you take your dog out, take them with y
or leave them at home.

H20, hydration is the key, when you take Fido for a walk make sure you bring some water with you, and prov
enough supply of clean water at home during the day.

If you leave Fido at home, make sure there are shades to keep him away from direct sun exposures, and age
provide plentiful water supply.

Go for a walk in the early morning or evening; avoid walking the dog in the heat of the day while sun is beats
down heating up the pavemeRti dod6s paw pad can get burnkyod rom 1t I
must wal k them middle of the day try wal king 1in
always cooler then pavement.

DO NOT put on clothing for your dog! For long hair/ doutdated breed in hot weather their double coat act

as an insulation system. But if some of the pet parent chooses to have them shaved, which is ok, but after sh
ing their coat short please remember not to keep them out at direct sunlight which they can get sunburn.

Let them pant, dog do not sweat through their skin like humans, they release excess heat primarily by panting
they sweat through the food pads and nbsenot worry if they pant too much, let them pant and keep them
under shady area and give them plenty of water to drink.

Be more cautious on short nosed breed (like pug, bulldog and shih Tzu) and over weighted dog, as they are I
sensitive to heat.
